#12 - Annual Moorage Rates). If the conditions are not met, transient rates apply (see #1 – 
Transient Boat Moorage Fees). 
 
Permanent stall renters that have a second commercial vessel and meet the conditions 
outlined in HBC 16.16.105(A) shall qualify for rates equal to the regular moorage rate for their 
size vessel (see #12 - Annual Moorage Rates) provided the permanent stall fee is paid.  If the 
conditions are not met, transient rates apply (see #1 – Transient Boat Moorage Fees), and 
from April 1st through September 30th these vessels shall be charged the long-term transient 
moorage rate. 
 
Winter Rates – From October 1 through March 31, permanent open moorage vessels qualify 
for winter rates: one-half the amount that the vessel would ordinarily be charged.
